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Govt staring at a tax shortfall of X2 lakh cr

This makes room
for personal income
tax relief limited

TAX COLLECTIONS IN the
current fiscal may fall short of
targets by as much as X2 lakh
crore because of the faltering
economy, leaving very little
room for finance minister Nir-
mala Sitharaman for offering
any meaningful reduction in
personal income tax rates.
Sources with direct knowl-
edge of the development said

income and corporate tax col-
lections are likely to miss
FY2020 targets by as much as
%1.5 lakh crore, while indirect
taxes may fall short by about
350,000 crore because of a de-
cline in GST collection in a
sluggish economy.

Expectations were that
Sitharaman,who had in Sep-
tember last year cut corporate
tax rates to their lowest to
boost economic growth,would
announce similar sops for indi-
vidual taxpayers, but lower-
than-expected tax collections
and the government's missing
disinvestment target by awide
margin would limit her
largesse.

The exchequer was shaved

off ¥1.45 lakh crore as the gov-
ernment slashed corporate tax
rates up to 10 percentage

points, the biggest reduction in
28 years.

The base corporate tax for
existing companies has been
reduced to 22% from 30%,
and to15% from 25% for new
manufacturing firms incorpo-
rated after Octoberl,2019,and
starting operations before
March 31,2023. Besides, the
government withdrew the en-
hanced surcharge on long-and
short-term capital gains for
FPIsaswell as domestic portfo-
lio investors.This resulted in
revenue implication of ¥1,400
crore.

Since August, the govern-
ment announced other mea-
sures having somerevenue im-
plication in its effort to

stimulate the economy.

The shortfall on the indirect
tax side would be at least
%¥50,000 crore by any conserv-
ative estimate, sources added.

Several experts, including
former finance secretary SC
Garg, have indicated at tax
shortfall between X2 lakh crore
and ¥2.5 lakh crore during the
current fiscal.

“Overall, thereislikely tobe
shortfall of ¥3.5 to ¥3.75 lakh
crore in gross tax collection of

the Centre. Expecting that the
Centre could revise transfers
to the states out of the centre
taxes (about 32% of shortfall),
the net taxes to the Centre are
likely to be short by X2.5 lakh
crore or 1.29% of the GDP,” he
said in a recent blog.

Total customs revenues
were budgeted to bringing
gross receipts of ¥1.56 lakh
crore while excise expected to
garner I3 lakh crore dur-
ing2019-20.

THE GOVERNMENT PLANS to
complete three of the 22 ex-
pressways and green corridors
in the next three years, includ-
ing the flagship Delhi-Mum-
bai Expressway being builtata
new alignment, Union minis-
ter Nitin Gadkari has said.
These 22 projects comprising
7,500 km of greenfield ex-
pressways and corridors are
planned to be completed by
FY25 at a cost of ¥3.10 lakh
crore.

“Wewill complete the flag-
ship Delhi-Mumbai Express
Highway in the next three
years.The work will be done in
51 packages and work has al-
ready been started on 18. This
will be India's longest express-
way at 1,320 km and will re-
duce travel time between
Delhi and Mumbai from 24
hours to 13 hours,’ the road
transport and highways min-
ister said. Of the projects, six
are 2,250-km expressways to
be built at a cost of ¥1.45 lakh
crore. The remaining 16 are
greenfield corridors,including
5,250-km projects to be con-
structed ata cost of ¥1.65 lakh
crore.
